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Q. Can a student apply for both the Zenith   
 Programme and Creative Industries Academy?

A. Yes!  In fact most students currently   
 enrolled in Creative Industries are Zenith  
 students.

Q. Do students miss out on other school subjects  
 to study in the Creative Industries Academy?

A. No - this extension programme runs at the  
 same time as other students study standard  
 level Creative Industries.
